3.  FY04 UFRs – Col Hanson

· Aerospace Operations Panel

· SGPR – Radioactive Material Management Information System (RAMMIS)

· Upgrade to data base

· Asking for $200K

· Deployment Health Program

· Used for pre / post deployment

· Probably not a candidate for GWOT dollars, but evaluating all potential funding sources

· Asking for $300K, may have tail in the out years

· Less expensive than Army solution ($1.5M)

· Medical Group Commanders Orientation Course to Aerospace Medicine

· Course for non-wing commanders to attend USAFSAM

· Implemented by the SG, 1st course this fall

· Asking for $29K

· Aerospace Physiology Information Management System

· Upgrade to the system

· Question was asked if a functional requirement is going to SGR.  Response was not sure if there is an SGROCC equivalent out there

· Asking for $200K

· Enterprise Environment, Safety & Occupational Health (EESOH)

· Validated by SGROCC

· CCS baseline is $1.5M, has continually asked for funding

· Asking for $2.4M

· AFMC said they would be left out of integration into ESOH MIS without this requirement

· AMC added that this has a large impact if not funded.  AF wide integration into 1 system

· No tail—programmed for FY05 and beyond

· Aerospace Medicine Division

· Requirement for physical exams—deployed a month ago, but needs some tweaking

· Asking for $100K

· Medical Modernization Panel

· CHCS II and PGUI Sustainment Training

· Asking for $1.98M

· Training to get users up to speed on program—key to successful deployment

· Intent is to keep full time trainers around

· FY04 AMC IM/IT Program

· IM/IT refresh and sustainment of existing contract

· Asking for $877K

· Col Spatz asked if this was a higher priority than some of the clinical contracts.  Response was that clinical does need to be sustained, but support is just as important

· FY04 AETC IM/IT Program

· One time buy

· Asking for $4.7M

· USAFE Flight of the Future

· Asking for $1.76M

· Concept frees up 26 4A positions, which could be used for TOPA as an example

· True unfunded with no tail

· POM’d for in the baseline (FY06 and beyond)

· Telephony Upgrade & Modernization

· Currently approximately $2M available

· Asking for $5.6M

· Col Spatz asked if this was an out-year program.  Response was yes

· Col Hanson noted that the next step would be to prioritize the complete list of highest priority panel UFRs.  The Engine Room will compile the list and send to AFMS Group members for prioritization
