The Collaborative Assessment and Management of Suicidality (CAMS) is an integrative, semi-structured clinical protocol intended to aid clinicians in assessing and treating suicidal patients. CAMS is built around a suicide risk assessment instrument called the Suicide Status Form (SSF).  Following the assessment, the clinician and patient then work together to co-author a treatment plan that specifically targets the key underpinnings of the patient’s suicidality.  Following the initial assessment and treatment planning session, the patient is placed on “suicide status” and administratively “tracked” until resolution criteria are met.  Once resolution criteria are met, treatment is terminated or a revised treatment plan focused on other non-suicide related issues is developed.  
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
