RF Emitter Data Inventory

Downloading and Installation
- Click on the above link and a File Download box should open
- Select Save
- Open the self-extracting zip file (RF+INVENTORY.EXE) and it should unzip the RF Inventory files.

Starting the Program
- Go to the folder you extracted the RF Inventory files to
- Double click on the autorun.bat file to start the program (not the RFInventory.exe file).  
- If you create a shortcut on your desktop (don't forget to use the autorun.bat file) you can change the icon by going to the properties of the shortcut and selecting the icon from the folder you installed the RF Inventory program files into.

Known Problems
- If the program runs (you will see the ACC shield and several data fields) but the data fields are blacked out, there might be a Microsoft Access version incompatibility problem.
- Access the data by entering the Database subfolder and double click on the RFInventory.mdb file to review the emitter data using Microsoft Access.
- Even if you do get the blacked out data fields, keep in mind that you should still be able to read comments on emitters (if available, many do not have comments) in the bottom box when the program is running.

Further Assistance
- The contract that was used to put the database together is complete and there is no help desk.
- Contact AFIOH Deployed Environmental Surveillance for further assistance on RF emitters (not this particular software) and they will get you in touch with radiation safety consultants.
