Subject:  Ordering BE Materiel (Supplement to USCENTAF/SG policy letter, Theater Medical Equipment Program, dated 6 Oct 2004)

Date:  27 Oct 2004

There have been many questions on ordering BE stuff.  As a reminder, send questions/comments about status of specific response equipment at your bases (e.g., detector "X" is broken, sent out for cal or missing supporting supply items) on SIPR.

- If you are buying supplies or parts/pieces for equipment to maintain an established capability* (i.e., the PAM allowance standards and a few select items from the MNBC allowance standard or as otherwise directed by CENTAF/SGB), simply put in your orders to your medical logistics manager.  All you need is good ordering information just like back home (NSN/nomenclature for stock listed items and manufacturer/vendor, price, phone number for non-stock listed items as well as quantity, etc.).

- Use the process I sent you in the Vector Check e-mail to get the allowance standards on the AF Medical Logistics Office (AFMLO) web site.  The PAM allowance standards are FFGL3 and FFGL4.

- There will be more guidance coming on a purchasing strategy to address shortfalls on the CENTAF BE Equipment and Supplies list that you all checked your inventory against a few weeks ago.

- Your loggies might first determine if what you need is at the SIMLM in Qatar.  If not, they will likely check at the Pirmasens depot (Germany) and then "reachback" in CONUS.  Reachback is not a warehouse but a staff of loggies who will go out and procure your requested items and charge it to a centralized account for fighting the war.  Notice that there is no funding piece to this process -- if the supply nodes do not have it in stock, the stuff eventually gets bought from a central account. - If you are buying new or replacement equipment, submit an AF 601 package in accordance with the CENTAF/SG policy letter on Theater Medical Equipment Program, dated 6 Oct 2004.
