S: Pt is a 13 y.o. BM dependent who was brought to the ER by pt’s father after making statements at school about harming himself (e.g., lie in road and hope to get run over by a car).  Pt’s father consented to release of information for his child and phone call was made to pt’s school counselor to get details about safety issues and pt’s general functioning in school.  Safety issues were ruled out because pt denied having had any intent to hurt himself, described making statement because he was angry at others, and contracted for safety.  Pt, pt’s father, and school counselor reported that the pt did not have any hx of SI or attempts.  Pt’s parents are separated.  Pt lives with his father while his two older sisters live with his mother.  

O: MSE: WNL. Pt appeared calm, reclining in chair and talking comfortably about the day’s events.  Pt’s thought content focused on anger with his father.  

A: DSM IV Diagnosis: 


Axis I: ADHD (by father’s report, full intake and assessment not conducted).  

Axis II: V71.09 No diagnosis.  

Axis III: See OPR

Axis IV: Parents are separated, lives apart from mother and two older sisters. 

Axis V: 45

P: Plan: Pt contracted for safety and released to father’s care.  Pt will notify an adult if he has any thoughts about harming himself.  Father advised to monitor pt’s behavior and bring pt to the ER for an evaluation if pt has any thoughts about harming himself.  Pt’s father was recommended to set up family therapy.  Father will coordinate family therapy through Tri Care.  CASE CLOSED.
Prevention: When pt feels stressed, pt will think about memories of happy times with family members.
